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Bangor is at the center of the metropolitan markets of Montreal, Quebec, Halifax, Saint John,
Boston and New York. Located within ten driving hours of 22% of the U.S. population and
50% of the Canadian population, Bangor offers access to the powerful Northeastern
corridor and beyond. Bangor is positioned 44.83 degrees north of the equator and 68.78
degrees west of the prime meridian.

With 30,933 square miles in size, Maine is New England’s largest state representing half of
the total area occupied by the six New England states, and is 39" in size among the 50
states. The state boasts 3,478 miles of tidal shoreline and has 2,282 square miles of lakes,
streams, and rivers. The City of Bangor is located in south central Maine at the navigable
terminus of the Penobscot River, 30 miles north of the Atlantic Ocean. The City of Bangor
occupies 34 square miles of land on the western side of the Penobscot River. In addition
to the Penobscot River, which defines part of the city’s eastern boundary, the Kenduskeag
Stream flows through the city, emptying into the Penobscot River in the downtown area.
Bangor is the seat of Penobscot County.

Bangor lies in a river valley near sea level. The areas to the north are hilly and wooded
with a mix of deciduous and coniferous forests. The shore area is 30 miles to the south,
and the “Down East” coast to the northeast is a classic New England coastline with fishing
and other recreational sites. Acadia National Park is 40 miles to the south. The climate in
Bangor is continental with a marine influence and four very distinct seasons. Precipitation
is moderate and spread throughout the year, although fall tends to be the driest.
